Install a smart meter

Contact your energy and/or water supplier to get a smart
meter installed. This is an important first step to get data
to track consumption and is needed before you can sign
up to energy usage analytics platforms, e.g. Energy
Sparks.

If you already have a smart meter, check with your
energy provider if you have half hourly meter
readings — upgrade if not.

Optimise your BMS/BEMS settings and

ensure your heating and hot water systems have
efficient timings and temperatures set

18°C is the general recommendation for classroom
temperatures, whilst hot water coming out of taps should
be no higher than 43°C (stored at 60°C). Experiment with
your heating schedule while maintaining comfort - running
it one hour less per day or reducing temperatures by 1
degree can cut annual heating costs by 5-10%, according
to the DfE.

Check the timings of the underfloor heating — can
usually be switched off by lunchtime at the latest, as
it takes a long time to cool down.

Install TRVs on radiators

Install thermostatic radiator valves (TRVs). These will
maintain the room at a set temperature and allow local
control of heating. These can be easily retrofitted on most
existing radiators.

Feed findings back to your school caterer and catering
staff to make necessary changes to dishes/menu. Sharing
the results with teaching staff, pupils and the wider school
community can motivate everyone to reduce their food
waste even further.
